Compliance Documentation for Executive Order 11988


and 24 CFR Part 55 Floodplain Management





Project Description:





Step 1.  All or part of the proposed action is located within a FEMA identified Special Flood Hazard Area (100-year floodplain), as evidenced on the following Flood Insurance Rate Maps:  [list map panel(s) and date(s)].





Step 2.  A public notice was published in the (name of newspaper) on (date of publication) to notify interested parties and individuals of a proposal to consider this program which is (partially) located with a floodplain.  The public were invited to participate in the decision-making process and were provided 15 days to comment.  (Attach the notice and detail any/all comments submitted, including how the comments were addressed.)





Step 3.  Several alternatives were considered to locating this program in the floodplain.  First, other areas within the jurisdiction were considered for funding.  However, the residences and individuals who will benefit most are the identified target areas.  Second, relocation of housing was considered.  It is financially prohibitive to relocate (raise or move) structures and families outside of the floodplain.  One of the goals of this program is to preserve affordable housing, not eliminate it or create cost-prohibitive methods of preservation.  Finally, the no action alternative was considered.  This alternative is not feasible, since the need for this program exists in the target area and the jurisdiction received a grant from HUD to implement the intended action.  The health of children and families and preservation of affordable housing would not be served if the jurisdiction were to return the grant funds to HUD.





Step 4.  Minor improvements will be made to existing residential structures and appurtenances.  Also, no new construction is proposed (or allowed) under this grant program.  Therefore, no direct impacts on the floodplain will result.  Individual projects will not increase the amount of runoff because additional impermeable surfaces will not be created.  Thus, indirect impacts on the floodplain will not occur.  It is noted that some projects may include interim controls on bare soil surfaces, including shrubbery, grass, etc.  These measures will serve to absorb runoff and improve drainage on individual properties.





Step 5.  Since there will be no direct or indirect impacts on floodplains, no alteration to project implementation is warranted. Owners and tenants will be notified that their property is located in an existing floodplain.  Proper flood  insurance will be required as a prerequisite to participation in this program, per National Flood Insurance Program requirements.





Step 6.  The proposed action has been reevaluated.  It is the determination of this jurisdiction that there are no practicable alternatives to locating the program in the designated target areas; some of which are located in floodplains.  The proposed action will not aggravate current hazards to other floodplains and will have no potential to disrupt floodplain values.  Alternatives considered in Step 3 above remain infeasible.





Step 7.  The jurisdiction determined that there are no practicable alternatives to locating the proposed program in the floodplain.  A public notice was published in the (name newspaper) on (date).  The public were notified of the decision to locate the program in the floodplain and were invited to submit comments.  (Describe the comments received, if any, and how they were addressed. NOTICE TO PUBLIC OF ACTION LOCATED WITHIN FLOODPLAIN

A notice appeared in this newspaper on (date of Step 2 notice publication), inviting participation in the floodplain management decision-making process.  Specifically, we invited comments regarding a program being proposed by the (name of jurisdiction).

The proposed program could involve projects located within a 100-year floodplain.  The conclusion was that there is no practicable alternative to the possibility of potential projects being located within the following Flood Zones (list flood zones in your target areas, i.e., A, AO, AH, A1-A30, A99, V and V1-V30).  It has been determined that the program must occur within the intended target area/areas, as described above.





The alternatives considered included:  1) Funding the proposed program in other areas of the jurisdiction; 2) relocation of housing units and families; 3) no action.





These alternatives were rejected for the following reasons:  1)  the greatest need for the intended program was found to be in the designated target area/areas and those units/families in need of the housing services exist in all areas of the target area/areas; 2)  it is cost prohibitive and not feasible to physically more or raise structures out of the floodplain; 3)a no action alternative would certainly not serve to maintain affordable, safe (from lead-based paint hazards) housing for families.





In order to minimize risk and potential loss (to life, health and financial investment), owners and tenants will be notified that their units are located in the floodplain and flood insurance will be a required contingency to participation in the grant program.  The amount and period of coverage will conform to the National Flood Insurance Program requirements.





An Environmental Review Record (ERR) respecting the subject program has been made by the above-named jurisdiction which documents floodplain information and contains a full description of the proposed actions.  The ERR is on file at the address listed above and is available for public examination and copying upon request between the hours of (list your office hours).





Final approval of the Lead-Based Paint Hazard Control Program will not be made until/unless interested groups, individuals or agencies have had an opportunity to comment.
