Subject: New Lead-Based Paint Brochure - Low-Rent Public
and Indian Housing and Section 8 Rental
Certificate, Rental Voucher and Moderate Rehabilitation
Programs

Purpose. The purpose of this Notice is to transmt a
reproduci bl e copy of a new | ead- based paint brochure to HUID
field staff and all public housing agenci es and I ndi an housi ng
authorities (HAs) admnistering the lowrent public and Indian
housi ng and HA-adm ni stered Section 8 prograns. |In addition,
this Notice provides instructions on the distribution of the
brochure to tenants.

Backgr ound. A new | ead hazard information brochure entitled
"Protect Your Famly fromLead in Your Hone" has been issued
by the Environnmental Protection Agency (EPA). This brochure
was devel oped by the EPA pursuant to Section 406 of the Toxic
Subst ances Control Act (as added by the Residential Lead-Based
Pai nt Hazard Reduction Act of 1992, P.L.102-550). The
brochure was witten in conjunction with HU and ot her federa
agenci es, in response to Congressional concern about the
public's level of know edge about |ead-based paint hazards in
the hone. It is now available for general distribution, and




must be provided to all tenants of housing receiving federal
assistance in order to fulfill the current |ead-based paint
notification requirenents found in 24 CFR 35.5. This brochure
will also be used to satisfy the forthcomng regul ati ons that
wi Il inplenment Sections 1012 and 1013 of the Residential Lead-
Based Pai nt Hazard Reduction Act of 1992.



The new brochure was devel oped through a process that

consi dered the comments of over seventy (70) individuals and
organi zations. It presents state-of-the-art infornation in a
format that can be easily understood and will enable famlies
to take responsibility for protecting thensel ves fromlead
hazar ds.

HA D stribution of Brochure to Tenants. HAs are required to
reproduce and distribute the brochure, "Protect Your Famly
fromLead in Your Home," to every househol d participating in
the lowrent public and I ndian housing and HA-adm ni stered
Section 8 prograns. Copies will not be supplied by HUD.

The bl ack and white copy of the brochure provided in this
Notice can be easily reproduced. It was designed to be
phot ocopi ed on both sides, folded, and stapl ed.

Thi s brochure repl aces the | ead-based pai nt brochure currently
in use entitled "Lead-Based Paint, A Threat to Your Children,"
GO 351-568 (1/93). The new brochure repl aces Attachnments A
and B of HUD Handbook 7487.1 REV, and Appendi x 44 of HUD
Handbook 7420. 8.

In the Section 8 Rental Certificate and Rental Voucher
Prograns, the brochure should be distributed to famlies
selected to participate as part of the informati on packet
required in Section 982.301. In the Section 8 Mderate
Rehabi litation Program the brochure should be distributed to
famlies selected to participate no later than the point at
which a unit is offered. Famlies currently participating in
the Section 8 Prograns shoul d receive the brochure as soon as
possi ble, or during the annual recertification process.

In the lowrent public and Indian housing program the
brochure should be distributed to famlies selected to
participate no later than the point at which a unit is
offered. Qurrent public housing residents should receive the
brochure as soon as possible, or during the annual
recertification process.

Evi dence of Receipt of Notification. HAs have been in the
practice of maintaining records which provide evi dence that

t he | ead- based pai nt brochure has been recei ved by househol ds
participating in the public and Indian housing and Section 8
pr ogr amns. Al t hough not required by |aw, collection of a
receipt for the brochure has been a requirenent for the public
and I ndi an housi ng prograns, in accordance w th Handbook
7487.1 REV. For the public and Indian housing prograns, the
Department strongly recommends that HAs continue to coll ect
and retain a recei pt fromeach household to whomthe new
brochure is distributed. This will provide a nmeasure of
future protection where there may be litigation froman
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i ndividual or a class action on a | ead-based paint issue, and
is justified because the HA owns and manages housing in the
public and I ndian housing prograns. Since the new brochure
does not include a receipt portion, it is recommended that HAs
devel op a recei pt to acconpany the new brochure.

In the Section 8 Rental Certificate, Rental Voucher and
Moderate Rehabilitation Prograns, HAs are not required to
collect and retain a recei pt fromeach household to whomthe
new brochure is distributed. It is noted that the | ead-based
paint brochure is one of several itens included in the Rental
Certificate/ Rental Voucher briefing informati on packet, none
of which require an acknow edgenent of receipt.
