Housi ng, Indian Housing, and the Section 8 Rental
Certificate, Rental Voucher and Mbderate Rehabilitation
Prograns, " published in the Federal Register on March 2,
1995.

Notice PIH 95-38 (HA) directed those HAs preparing and
transmtting famly data via the paper node to convert to

t el ephoni c transm ssion by March 2, 1996, or obtain a
service contract for the operation of an automated systemto
generate el ectroni c subm ssion of data via the tel ephonic

net wor K.
Action
Due to extrene budgetary constraints faced by the
Departnent, HUD can no |onger afford to accept paper famly
data reports for processing after February 9, 1996. HAs
that currently submt paper forns are to imedi ately
di scontinue this practice , and automate in accordance wth
FR- 3730- F- 03.
